• Produce a global analysis of AMR data by a national 
multidisciplinary team
• 1st step : Elaborate a national surveillance report on antibiotic 

consumption, AMR, antibiotics in food and water
• Written by each monitoring officials

• Reviewed by a multisectorial working group

• Released in November

• Next step : Create a national multidisciplinary team
