This process unlocked the opportunity for an investment
of the EIB, which materialized in the signature of a EUR
12.8 m loan agreement with the Municipality of Burgas.

The new hospital premises will help attract and retain
skilled medical professionals in the region. In addition,
it will also be linked to the Medical Faculty of the
University in Burgas, facilitating university research and
training of medical staff.

The following design and build tender was successfully
awarded and the start of works ceremony took place at
the beginning of 2024.

Based on the positive experience with the advisory, the
Ministry of Health requested the support for the new
National Pediatric Hospital in Sofia.

The project supports Vitalia's expansion plan during the
period 2023 - 2026 by financing the construction and
equipping of several new facilities: long-term care centres
mainly for the elderly population, rehabilitation hospitals
and assisted living apartments.

The promoter, Vitalia Plus S.A., is a leading private sector
provider of long-term care services in Spain with an
established track record that includes cooperation with the
public sector (currently more than 50% of Vitalia’s total
residential beds are publicly financed and all their centres
are certified under the Dependency Care Act (eligible for
individual residential care subsidy).

The project will add 230 rehabilitation beds, 1,840
residential care beds and 434 places for assisted living to
Vitalia’s capacity. The new buildings will achieve very low
energy levels and comply with the Taxonomy substantial
contribution to climate change mitigation.
