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From the Members 

 

 Vera Rogiers, SCCS Vice-Chair, participated together with the Secretariat in the annual 

conference of Cosmetics Europe on 12-13 June in Brussels. They informed the 

participants about a state of play of the SCCS mandates/opinions and about the ongoing 

work of the SCCS methodology WG, in particular with regard to new approaches in 

methodologies (NAMs) following the cosmetic animal testing ban. 

 

 Vera Rogiers, SCCS Vice-Chair and Janine Ezendam, SCCS member, are planning to 

represent the SCCS, together with the Secretariat, in the Cosmetics Europe scientific 

event on skin sensitisation on 26 and 27 June in Brussels to present SCCS view and 

prepare the next revision of the SCCS Notes of Guidance. 
 

 Vera Rogiers, SCCS Vice-Chair, is planning to represent the SCCS in the PARERE 

meeting (JRC network) in Ispra on 21-22 October 2019, linked with the ICATM 

(=International Cooperation on Alternative Test Methods) Workshop on "The future of 

alternative methods for regulatory testing and their contribution to public health”. 

 

 Vera Rogiers, SCCS Vice-Chair, is planning to represent the SCCS in the European 

Partnership for Alternative Approaches to Animal Testing (EPAA) annual conference on 

29 October 2019. 

 

 Christophe Rousselle, SCCS member, is planning to represent the SCCS in 

Cosmetics/perfumes Symposium in Chartres (FR) on 7 November to present SCCS view 

on risk assessment of endocrine disruptors in cosmetics with no animal testing.  

 

 ANSES-FR just released a report on the ammonium, potassium and sodium persulphate 

substances used mainly in hair bleaching products. The Agency has concluded that the 

use of persulphates poses health risks to hairdressing professionals and consumers, as 

these sensitising substances cause allergic respiratory and skin reactions. In view of the 

reported effects and disorders, ANSES recommends that exposure of professionals and 

the general public to products containing persulphates be reduced to a minimum.
