2-(4-tert-butylbenzyl)propionaldehyde (BMHCA) — Submission 11

Aluminium

The clarification requested to the Applicant was received and discussed among the
members. An SCCS response will be prepared and sent out to the Applicant,
requesting DG GROW to put the dossier "on hold™.

Di-HEMA Trimethylhexyl Dicarbamate, HEMA and Urethane acrylates

The draft opinion was discussed and comments from the members discussed. A
revised version is planned to be added on the agenda of the next meeting of the WG on
cosmetic ingredients (26 September) for further discussion.

Quantitative Risk Assessment method (QRA 2)

25 October) for finalisation and possible adoption.

Addendum to the Opinion on Climbazole
