« Primary care has been part of Country Specific Recommendations (CSRs). COVID-19 pointed out its importance.
— Primary care mentioned in CSRs/recitals 2019 of 11 Member States
— Primary care mentioned in CSRs/recitals 2020 of 18 Member States (2/3 of all countries!)
— Primary care recommendation received by 7 Member States in 2020, see the table:

AT Improve the resilience of the health system by strengthening public health and primary care.

o Ensure the resilience of the health system, strengthen the availability of health workers, primary care and the integration of care, and
deployment of e-health services.

- Improve the accessibility and resilience of the health system, including by addressing the shortages of health workers, strengthening
primary care and ensuring the supply of critical medical products.
