Opinion will be discussed at the next WG meeting. 
 

4. Formadehyde releasers. A first draft of the preliminary Advice will be prepared

o Appendix 9: guidelines on microbiological quality of the finished product  

o Appendix 10: free access to in silico mutagenicity/genotoxicity databases
