A request for clarification was
sent to the Applicant and a response is expected by the end of January.

e Scientific Advice on Triclocarban and Triclosan: the draft document has been revised
and will be further discussed at the February WG meeting.

e Butylparaben: the dossier has been presented and tasks have been allocated to
members. The draft preliminary Opinion will be presented at the February WG
meeting.

e Arbutins: the draft preliminary Opinion has been discussed and tasks have been
allocated to members. The draft will be further discussed at the February WG
meeting.

e The preliminary revision of the Vitamin A Opinion has been published for comments
until 7 February 2022.

e The preliminary Opinion on 4-Methylbenzylidene camphor (4-MBC) has been
published for comments until 28 February 2022.

e The preliminary Opinion on Genistein/Daidzein has been published for comments
until 14 March 2022.
