Spending parameters…

EUR 5.1 billion (2018 prices)

EUR 316 million in 2021, rising to over EUR 900 million in 2027

Spending parameters for overall spending during the upcoming 7-year period:  

 Minimum of 20% for health promotion and disease prevention; 

 Maximum of 12.5% for procurement to complement national stockpiling of essential crisis 

relevant products; 

 Maximum of 12.5% for supporting global commitments and international health initiatives;

 Maximum of 8% for administrative expenses
