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Non–communicable diseases

• 7 of the 10 leading causes of death; 80% of burden

• 61% of deaths: alcohol, smoking, inactivity, diet

• Largely preventable but 2.8% for prevention



State of Health report

• NCDs account for 80% of healthcare costs

(one factor alone loses 15 million life years – each year)
