3. Information from Chairman/Members/Commission

DG ENV informed about the new dates for the Second Annual Forum on Endocrine
Disruptors 17-18 December.

The meeting will in principle be held as a hybrid meeting. Speakers, moderators
and organizers will be physically present in a meeting room in Brussels.
Participants will be invited to connect from their own locations. Vice-chair, Vera
Rogiers, will represent the SCCS and is planning to present some examples of ED
substances assessed by the SCCS.

GROW shared with the SCCS members that 3 Regulations have been officially
adopted. They are all based on several SCCS Opinions.
