The implementation of BPR is enforced by the Federal Ministry of Climate Action, Environment, Energy, Mobility, Innovation and Te
chnology (BMK) in close co-operation with the offices of the regional Governments (Bundeslander).

The controls for the implementation of the BPR as well as the CLP and REACH Regulations are conducted by the Biocides and Chemica
Is Inspectors of the Bundesléander. Coordination meetings between the BMK and Bundeslander take place on a regular basis, twice a
year as a minimum, where the enforcement of the BPR, CLP and REACH Regulations is coordinated. In addition, special enforcement c
ampaigns are carried out for certain main groups of biocidal products on a yearly basis, for example wood preservatives, disinfec
tants, rodenticides, etc. The reports of these target programs are published after finalisation.

All inspectors are obliged to deliver an annual report on their activities. In the reports the inspectors have to provide detaile
d information on controls, numbers and types of controls, results, in particular non-compliance incidents on follow-up actions in
case of non-compliance. The summary of the reports of the inspectors form the basis of this part of the report.

4.2. Control system in the Member States and results of official controls

Control schedules for the making available on the market and use of biocidal products are designed by the biocides inspectors of
the Bundesléander. The Control schedules also cover treated articles.

The companies to be monitored are selected by the inspectors in cooperation with the BMK; the inspecton plans are designed during
the coordination meetings as the general Austrian biocides chemical inspection plan. The market participants for controls are sel
ected on the basis of a risk-based approach which ensures that the most important manufacturers, importers, wholesalers and distr
ibutors are checked systematically. In addition, controls are carried out randomly, in particular for retailers and users. In ord
er to increase the statistical significance of the samples, an attempt is made to include, as far as possible, all sectors involv
ed in the trade of biocidal products. In particular, manufacturers of disinfectants, protective agents, paints and varnishes, bui
Iding materials dealers, hardware stores, retailers and warehouses are checked, as well as the supply chain. This approach is use
d in order to control as many market participants as possible.

In selected cases, samples are taken and sent to the Federal Environment Agency to determine the chemical composition, in particu
lar the content of active subsances. The intervals between the controls are determined by the Bundeslédnder. Companies which have
been found in non-complance in the past are being increasingly examined.
