Knowledge gain overall lasting for more than 2 weeks:

e 6th graders (girls): 84%

e 9th/10th graders (boys and girls): 32%

Structered, semi-standardized ,Doctor’s Lesson* may contribute to STD
prevention especially by a gender specific approach
