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Minutes

1. Welcome and apologies

— Exposure scenarios for e-cigarettes; modelling of exposure scenarios for e-
cigarettes and parametrization of these models

— Risk assessment and risk management advice in relation to e-cigarettes

The SCHEER identified experts from the SCHEER Reserve List and from the
Database of Experts, in accordance with the Rules of Procedure.

Should the Declarations of Interest of those experts comply with the Rules of
Procedure (i.e. no conflict of interest related to the field of e-cigarettes) the Secretariat
will appoint the experts as external experts to the WG.
