IV on acute inhalation: tasks were allocated to 

the members and the draft preliminary Opinion will be discussed in the next meeting. 

 

• Benzophenone – 1: tasks were allocated to the members and a request for information 

has been prepared for the Applicant. 

 

• Benzophenone - 4:  tasks were allocated to the members and a request for information 

has been prepared for the Applicant. 

 

• Aluminium 2023 updated use concentration: the SCCS sent a clarification to the 

Applicant. It will be discussed the next WG meeting.

preliminary Opinion. The final text will be adopted during the plenary meeting in
